4. Full Admission Essay: 
 
 Full admission to a teacher education program requires the submission of an essay discussing the 

applicant’s desire to enter the teaching profession. Information regarding previous experience 
working with children and qualities and attributes that will positively contribute to success in the 
teaching environment should also be included.  The essay should be three full pages, typed and 
double-spaced and should be submitted to the Student Services Center, ECH 137.

7. Return to Student Services Center for permission to enroll in education classes.
